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Section D:
Procedure for Rapid Determination of RDM

This level of RDM is not generally applicable to wetlands.
The current level of understanding of the water requirements of wetlands does not allow extrapolation to the broad levels of hydrological information applied in the desktop and rapid methods developed for the river RDM.  The methods developed for rivers may be used to include small floodplains and marshes that are almost riparian by nature (usually in the upper parts of catchments).  However, these methods cannot yet be applied to other types of wetlands.
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
